Scope

This document is to be used for Public Activities involving Members and their animals in
Public Places or at places where the Public is invited to come in. It is loosely based on the
Occupational Health and Safety Performance Manual produced by Worksafe Australia for
the Construction Industry.

The following procedures are to be followed:
Risk Management

Insurance

For all Public Contact Activities, whether on farm or in a public place, an appropriate Public
Risk insurance is essential to protect against such liability in case of injury or death or
damage to property.

Assessment

Prior to an Activity, the Site and the Activity will need to be assessed and graded for
Hazards and Risks in accordance with Schedule A (Site and Activity Risk Management).

Controls

Where a Hazard or Risk is present, Controls need to be introduced, and before Activity
starts, checked as completed.

Reporting

An effective reporting procedure will be required to obtain assistance in the case of
accident:
